Notice to Parents about Asthma Medication:
As a result of recent legislation, students in public schools can now self-administer asthma medication while on school property or at a school-related activity.  This legislation has set forth certain guidelines that must be followed:

1. The prescription asthma medication must have a prescription label present.

2. The medication must be administered according to the prescription label or written instructions by the student’s physician.

3. A parent or guardian of the student must provide the school written authorization for the student to self-administer the prescription asthma medicine.

4. The parent/guardian must provide a written statement from the student’s physician stating the following:

· The student has asthma and is capable of self-medicating;

· The name and purpose of the medication;

· The prescribed dosage for the medication;

· Circumstances under which the medication should be administered;

· How long the medication has been prescribed.

The physician’s statement and parental authorization will be kept on file for the student for the school year.  Thank you for your attention to this matter.  Please call if you have any questions.
